CONVERTERS

We will need to build the following converter programs to cope withy the suite of different data formats.  Some of these are currently written as awk scripts.  Eventually they will be translated to C-code.

Here is a brief definition of each format:

gmtplus - our internal gmtplus database format

dat         - an ASCII version of our database format

cm         - the common format that we have developed for data exchange

                (see attached format description)

xyz         - simple ascii lon, lat, depth

xyzw      - binary double lon, lat, depth, sigma (used as input to blockmedian)

gsf         - a format used by NAVO

Here are the converters that we will need:

dat2cm sig_h sig_d source_id < file.dat > file.cm

cm2dat year cruiseleg < file.cm > file.dat

xyz2cm sig_h sig_d source_id < file.xyz > file.cm

cm2xyzw < file.cm > file.xyzw

gsf2cm source_id < file.gsf > file.cm
